(a) PRE – PLANNING INFORMATION RE COLDBECK HOUSE FARM, BISHOP THORNTON – Extension and alteration to form new bathroom, first floor ‘work at home’ office, utility and rear entrance, convert existing office to playroom and create new garden room as an extension to the kitchen for Mr T Snowden and Jayne Dobson represented by Mr V Dobson Building Consultancy – Councillors agreed that no formal decision could be made by the Parish Council until application had been received from HBC’s Planning Department.
